I. Features

II. How to Use
1. Slightly sedimentary, so container should be shaken and mixed well before use.
2. Apply with brush or spray, then immediately wipe off with a cloth, rubbing in the
direction of the grain. Dilute by 10-20% with urethane thinner or urethane retarder thinner.
3. Perform the following after allowing the primer to dry for a while (2 hours in Summer, 3
hours in Winter).
4. Add Power Stain (dye-base) or Cosmo Stain (pigment-base) if you need a strong color or a
particular color.
5. To increase adherence, add a hardening agent.
Use a ratio of 100:5-10 Art Filler to hardener for the mixture ratio. If the amount of
hardener is more than this, slime may occur when applying the finish and the filling
characteristic may be reduced.

1 Stain Primer Safety-Guard Sealing Primer >2 hours

2 Intermediate coat Safety-Guard Sanding Sealer >3 hours

3 Grinding Polishing Sand Paper (#32-0-#400)

4 Final Coat/Finish Safety-Guard, Flat/Clear Overnight

Note: If being used for tableware, counters, or other heavy-duty uses, do not use Sanding
Sealer, use an extra final coat or under sealer.
